Mrs. Clemons worked as a staff nurse at Bulloch Memorial Hospital and
served as a nursing consultant and as director of nursing for the Georgia
Grace Memorial Care Home. She also worked as a registered nurse and
office manager at her husband's practice, Thurman Clemons, M.D.

Mrs. Clemons was a member of the Bulloch County Negro and Professional
Women’s Club and Girl Scouts of America. She served on the Statesboro
Library Board and was a founding member of the Rural Southeast Georgia
Black Nurses Association and a life member of the National Association for
the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP).

She was a member of the St. Mary’s Missionary Baptist Church, where she
served as a deaconess.

In addition to her parents, she is preceded in death by her husband, Dr.
Thurman Clemons; her daughter, Tammy, doctor of podiatric medicine; a
grandson, Thurman Charles Clemons lll; sisters, Mary, Florida and Azrie;
brothers, Lucious, Sam Jr., Willie and Booker T.
