Clarice Smith Davis, the daughter of Will Smith and Clara Kelly Smith, was
born in Register, Bulloch County, Georgia on Monday, December 19th, 1932.
She answered the Master’s call and passed into peaceful rest on Tuesday,
January 28th, 2025, at the East Georgia Regional Medical Center, Statesboro,
Georgia. 

The Bulloch County native received her formal education in Bulloch County
School System at Pope’s Academy. She accepted Christ in her youth, united
with the St. Mary’s Missionary Baptist Church Family. Mother Davis sat as a
member of the Deaconess Board, Mother Board, Senior Choir, and served as
a Sunday school teacher.
