Deacon James Edward Williams, age 70, passed away peacefully on
Wednesday, May 8, 2024, at his home surrounded by his loved ones.

He was born September 11, 1953, to the late James “Jim” Williams and
Thelma Clark Williams.

He
employed and mentored many to become master builders and business



owners for themselves. He taught them how to build, he taught them work
ethics, and he taught them how to live. His life and legacy shall never be
forgotten.

James' greatest accomplishment was accepting Jesus Christ as his Lord and
savior. He joined Pine Grove Holiness Church of Portal, Ga, under the
leadership of Elder Emory Hagins around 2003. Because of his faithfulness,
he was elected as chairman of the deacon board and he also an integral part
of the pastor’s aid committee. Later in 2010, he became one of the founders
of the New Beginnings Community Fellowship Ministries, where he served
faithfully as Chairman Deacon until death.
