He continued faithfully to serve the Lord and in May 2001 he
founded Info Life Ministry. Out of this came Info Life Coalition Ministries and
The Online Gospel Network. As the Lord continued to empower him in
September 2002, he became founder and Pastor of Info Life Church.

Robert was preceded in death by his parents, Robert & Alice Humphries, his
siblings, Queen Daniels and Richard Roberts, his children, Cassandra & Tonio
Humphries Sr., and his Daughters-In-Love, Tamikia Lampley-Humphries and
LaShonda Miller-Humphries.
